TRANSFIGURATION 

Today’s Readings: Genesis 15:5–12, 17–18; Psalm 27:1, 7–9, 13–14; Philippians 

3:17 — 4:1 [3:20 — 4:1]; Luke 9:28b–36 

Have you had an experience that caused you to see someone in a completely 

new light? Perhaps you saw your daughter in cap and gown at her graduation. 

Perhaps your brother held his newborn baby in his arms. Perhaps your father 

performed an unexpected act of compassion, or your mother revealed courage 

that had previously been hidden from you. You may have been tongue-tied, not 

knowing how to relate to the person who had been transfigured before your 

very eyes. In the Gospel today the disciples of Jesus see him in a completely new 

light. His face is “changed in appearance” and they don’t know what to say or do. 

Before the disciples can respond appropriately to Jesus, they must learn to 

believe their eyes and ears—that Jesus is the “chosen Son” of God.
